Regular Meeting of the Maple Plain City Council

 Meeting Minutes

January 14, 2013

7:00 PM

I. WELCOME
Roger Hackbarth welcomed the public to the meeting, noting the meeting would begin with the Oaths of Office for the City Council.
II. OATHS OF OFFICE

Justin McCoy was sworn in as a member of the City Council of the City of Maple Plain.

Dave Eisinger was sworn in as a member of the City Council of the City of Maple Plain.

Roger Hackbarth was sworn in as the Mayor of City Maple Plain.

Mayor Hackbarth presented a plaque to Tom Lofquist, noting Mr. Lofquist had been videotaped the City’s Council meetings since meetings were first taped in 2007. Lofquist worked for the Lake Minnetonka Communications Commission.

I. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Hackbarth called the meeting to order at 7:39 p.m.

Present: Mayor Roger Hackbarth, and Councilmembers Dave Eisinger and Justin McCoy; City Administrator Jason Ziemer; City Attorney Jeff Carson; City Planner Tom Goodrum; and City Engineer Dan Boyum.


Absent: Councilmember Jerry Young.

Councilmember Eisinger moved to adopt the Agenda; Councilmember McCoy seconded. Motion passed 3-0.
II. CONSENT AGENDA
Councilmember McCoy moved to approve the Consent Agenda; Councilmember Eisinger seconded. Motion passed 3-0.

Mayor Hackbarth asked about the employee benefits; City Administrator Ziemer noted the Council had requested information for Fiscal Year 2014.

IV. OLD BUSINESS

V. NEW BUSINESS
A. Consultant and professional services contract renewals.

City Administrator Ziemer presented 2013 contracts for legal, engineering, planning and building inspections. He noted all contractors were keeping their rates the same and that their rates had remained unchanged since 2008. Ziemer noted the City’s engineering firm was offering a reduced rate of $60 for the first 8 hours of work each month.

Councilmember McCoy moved to approve the 2013 contracts for legal, engineering, planning and building inspections; Councilmember Eisinger seconded. Motion passed 3-0.
Councilmember Eisinger thanked the consultants for keeping their rates the same for the new year.

B. 2013 City appointments.
City Administrator Ziemer presented the annual City Council appointments, City staff, newspaper and depository. He and Mayor Hackbarth had discussed continuing the current Council appointments until the fifth council person was appointed. Hackbarth would assume the duties held by previous Mayor John Sweeney. Ziemer recommended the appointments for the Police and Fire Commissions be made now and that the Mayor was an automatic appointment to both commissions. Councilmember Eisinger requested to continue serving on the police Commission.

Councilmember McCoy moved to appoint Dave Eisinger to the Police Commission; Mayor Hackbarth seconded. Motion passed 3-0.

Councilmember Eisinger moved to appoint Justin McCoy to the Fire Commission; Mayor Hackbarth seconded. Motion passed 3-0.

Councilmember McCoy moved to continue the 2012 Council appointments and that Roger Hackbarth would fill in for the appointments held by previous Mayor John Sweeney; Councilmember Eisinger seconded. Motion passed 3-0.

Councilmember McCoy moved to appoint the City staff and consulting positions, City newspaper and depository for 2013 as presented; Councilmember Eisinger seconded. Motion passed 3-0.
C. 2013 City Fee Schedule, Ordinance No. 273.

City Administrator Ziemer presented the 2013 Fee Schedule, noting staff was recommending no changes to City fees except those required by state law or Metropolitan Council and/or City ordinance. He said the Council could always review and change the fee structure throughout the year.

Councilmember McCoy moved to approve Ordinance No. 273, thereby adopting the 2013 Fee Schedule; Councilmember Eisinger seconded. Motion passed 3-0.
Councilmember Eisinger requested a list of fees the City can set and which ones are set by the state or Met Council.
D. Employee cost of living adjustment, Resolution No. 13-0114-5.

City Administrator Ziemer presented a proposed cost of living adjustment for the full-time City staff. Mayor Hackbarth requested the item be discussed at the next meeting as Councilmember Young was not present. Councilmember Eisinger agreed but noted any salary adjustment should be retroactive to the first of the year. Councilmember McCoy requested a list of comparable salaries of all staff from adjacent communities. He suggested the Council look at adjusting salaries to meet the market. Ziemer said staff was collecting information for the January 28 work session.

Councilmember McCoy moved to table the item until the January 28 meeting; Councilmember Eisinger seconded. Motion passed 3-0.
E. City Council vacancy.

City Administrator Ziemer reported there was a vacancy on the City Council. He reviewed the process for filling that vacancy: deadline to apply February 8 and Council interviews the week of February 11 with the new person being sworn in on February 25. Council members decided interviews should be scheduled for the week of February 18 to give Council an opportunity to review all candidate applications.
Councilmember Eisinger moved to declare a vacancy on the City Council and to set the timeline as presented with applications due on February 8, interviews the week of February 18 and swearing in on February 25; Councilmember McCoy seconded. Motion passed 3-0.
F. 2013 Maple Plain farmer’s market.

City Administrator inquired if the City Council wished to continue the City’s farmer’s market. He noted the dates would be July 11 through August 29 and that a decision needed to be made now to get into various publications.

Councilmember Eisinger moved to continue the farmer’s market for another year; Councilmember McCoy seconded.

Ziemer noted the City had lost its longest-tenured farmer who had decided to go to the Mound market over concerns about turnout at the Maple Plain market. He would get the list of vendors from the previous year’s Centennial and try to get some new vendors that way. He would also sit down with new City employee Maggie McCallum about helping coordinate the market. Mayor Hackbarth agreed the City needed to continue the market.

Motion passed 3-0.
G. Economic Development Authority agenda action items.
City Administrator Ziemer reported the City’s Economic Development Authority (EDA) had recommended the City continue to partner with the City of Medina on the Hennepin County Open to Business program. He said the program was a resource aimed at providing various services to local businesses. Ziemer said the cost for the two cities to get involved was $2,500 with Hennepin County was picking up half of the cost. The cost to the two cities was $625 each, which is less than the previous year.

Councilmember McCoy moved to approve Resolution 13-0114-6, authorizing the City continue in the Hennepin County Open to Business program and continue to partner with the City of Medina; Councilmember Eisinger seconded. Motion passed 3-0.

Mayor Hackbarth reported he and staff had been in conversations with North Memorial about a clinic in Maple Plain. The clinic would be part of the downtown redevelopment project. Hackbarth noted the City would likely know in a few weeks if North Memorial would be opening a clinic in town. He said the meeting was very productive

City Administrator Ziemer said he had met with MnDOT officials about possible funding for the Highways 12 red light pedestrian crossing.
