I. CALL TO ORDER
Acting Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

V. VISITORS TO BE HEARD

Dave Osmek, District 33 Senator, introduced himself. He was formerly on the Mound City Council. He noted he spoke with the City Administrator and would be happy to come out and visit with the Council on another night. He reported he was on the sales taxes and transportation committees, both of which were applicable to current city issues. Acting Mayor Young said he did not like the sales taxes proposal, especially as it related to potential impacts it would cause the City. He added the City needed Osmek’s help to get state funding for the HAWK signal project on Highway 12. Osmek noted the sales tax proposal does include and affect cities, which would require them to now pay for things like engineering services. He said there had been some discussion about possibly waiving cities. Councilmember Eisinger stated the City had tightened its belt and expected the state to do the same.
Council thanked Osmek for coming out and indicated the Council would like to visit with him later in March or April.

VIII. NEW BUSINESS
A. 5109 Main Street East conditional use permit, Resolution No. 13-0225-2.

City Planner Goodrum reviewed a home occupation conditional use permit for a glass blowing and copper platting operation at 5109 Main Street East. The Planning Commission had reviewed the application and had recommended approval of only the glass blowing operation. That operation would take place in the attached garage. Approval of that operation included several conditions to address safety concerns of the home and adjacent properties. Goodrum noted the Commission did not recommend approval of the copper platting operation as safety concerns regarding storage and security of the acidic chemicals used to do copper platting had not been addressed by the applicant. He added if the applicant did address the concerns the copper platting operation could be reconsidered later.

Acting Mayor Young asked if the applicant was aware the copper platting portion of his operation was not recommended for approval. Goodrum said staff had met with the applicant on this issue and that the applicant was at the Commission meeting where it was discussed. Councilmember Eisinger said there was a lot of discussion by the Commission on the operation and that the recommendation was well researched and though out.

Councilmember Eisinger moved to approve Resolution No. 13-0225-2 and conditions contained therein, authorizing a home occupation conditional use permit for a glass blowing operation at 5109 Main Street East; Councilmember McCoy.
Eisinger noted the Commission had not issues with the glass blowing operation. He said there were concerns with the platting as once the chemicals/acids are mixed the applicant would need to keep them at very high concentrations for them to work effective and there was poor security planned for where this operation would occur on the property and the applicant had not addressed security and storage of the chemicals.


Motion passed 3-0.
