Councilmember McCoy moved to approve the Consent Agenda; Councilmember Young seconded. Motion passed 5-0.

8. ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS

Public Safety Director, Ray McCoy, presented the March monthly report. Call rates are lower this year than in 2013. The Department is currently going through the hiring process of two new officers. Gary Kroells was named the new Director of Public Safety at the March Police Commission meeting. 
City Administrator, Melvin, presented the Planning Monthly Report. Melvin reported that Proto Labs is seeking a site plan amendment to allow additional parking to be constructed along the northwest property line. 

Staff recently met with a new church seeking space for a new worship area. In addition, staff met to discuss the City Hall and Gateway development opportunities. Staff has also met with two potential buyers of the Villamil property and property on Budd Street, respectively. 

City Engineer, Boyum, provided the Council an update on the Main Street West and Rainbow Avenue project.

10. NEW BUSINESS
A. Approval of 2013 Audit Report

Andy Berg, of Abdo, Eick and Meyers presented the 2013 Audit Report to the City Council. Berg noted that the City is financially strong and has improved in areas of water and sewer funds. Berg did suggest the Council consider a 5-year budget and capital improvement plan to assist with future projects and needs of the City. 
Councilmember Young moved to accept the 2013 Audit report and begin work on a five-year budget and capital improvement plan; Councilmember McCoy seconded. Motion passed 5-0.

B. Approval of DNR Outdoor Recreation Grant Application, Resolution: 14-0324-01
The Project includes the following items:
· The project will be to renovate the bathrooms and warming house at Rainbow Park.  

· The Project was submitted in 2012 for funding and did not receive funds that year. 

· Staff would like to resubmit the application in an attempt to receive funding for the 2014 grant year. 

· Staff will be using and making some changes to the 2012 application. Up-to-date estimates are needed for the project. Staff is working with Stantec to get new cost estimates. 

· In 2012, the estimated cost for the warming house/restroom upgrades was $73,800.

· The grant covers 50% of the project and the City matches the remaining balance. 

· The project will include site accessibility upgrades to meet ADA requirements. A 2012 estimate for this type of work was around $16,800.

Councilmember Eisinger moved to approved DNR Outdoor Grant Application: Resolution: 14-0324-101. Councilmembers Young and DeLuca to the Personnel Committee: Councilmember McCoy seconded. Motion passed 5-0.
11. LEGISLATIVE /INTERGOVERNMENTAL AFFAIRS

There were no legislative / intergovernmental affairs to report on. 

12. COUNCIL REPORTS & OTHER BUSINESS

Councilmember McCoy reported on the NW Hennepin League of Municipalities. Met Council Representative Katie Rodriguez was present and has set up a meeting with staff to talk about the park and pool project and the Livable Communities Grant. In addition, McCoy provided an update on some of the current bills in legislation that may impact the residents of Maple Plain. 
Councilmember DeLuca reported that the Pioneer-Sarah Creek Watershed Management Commission is ready to release the Third Generation Comprehensive Plan. It is a 100 page document and there will be a comment period of 30 days. The plan will be implemented in 2015.
