I. CALL TO ORDER
Acting Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:20 p.m.

Present: Acting Mayor Jerry Young, and Councilmembers Michael DeLuca, Dave Eisinger, and Justin McCoy; City Administrator Jason Ziemer; City Attorney Jeff Carson; and City Engineer Dan Boyum (Stantec).

Absent: Mayor Roger Hackbarth.

II. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

III. ADOPT AGENDA
Councilmember Eisinger moved to adopt the Agenda; Councilmember McCoy seconded. Motion passed 4-0.
IV. CONSENT AGENDA
Councilmember McCoy moved to approve the Consent Agenda; Councilmember DeLuca seconded. Motion passed 4-0.

V. VISITORS TO BE HEARD

VI. ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS
A. 2013 General Fund budget update.
City Administrator Ziemer reported the General Fund budget was projected to finish at $1,552,165, or about $74,757 under budget. He also reviewed current fund balances. The projection included the $25,000 contributed for Maple Plain Days. He noted the second quarter update would include a revenue projection.
Councilmember McCoy moved to accept the budget update; Councilmember DeLuca seconded. Motion passed 4-0.

VII. OLD BUSINESS
A. Highway 12 red light pedestrian crossing bid results.

City Engineer Boyum reported the bids for the HAWK signal were opened on May 8 and that Granite Ledge was the low bidder at $145,539.35. There were a total of four bidders. He noted the thermoplastic crosswalk was removed due to concerns over potential damage to the new asphalt surface that could happen if the current crosswalk was removed. He also noted that Xcel Energy had been approached about providing a bid on street lighting; the City worked with Xcel on the Oak Street project. Boyum noted the Xcel work would cost around $77,400. The combined total construction cost would be around $223,000. Councilmember Eisinger inquired about the engineering costs. Boyum reported those would likely be around $29,000. Boyum advised the Council was recommended to only receive the bids, pending the results of the City’s funding request at the Legislature.
Councilmember DeLuca moved to receive the bids for the HAWK signal project; Councilmember Eisinger seconded. Motion passed 4-0.

B. City Council retreat facilitator.

City Administrator Ziemer reviewed Council direction regarding hiring a retreat facilitator, noting the Council asked him to contact Desyl Peterson, current Minnesota City Attorney who also gives presentations at League of Minnesota Cities functions. The retreat would be on roles, responsibilities and relationships of Council and staff. Ziemer reported Ms. Peterson was interested and would only charge $200 for a four- to six-hour session.

Councilmember Eisinger moved to hire Desyl Peterson to facilitate the upcoming City Council retreat; Councilmember McCoy seconded. Motion passed 4-0.

Eisinger asked if the retreat could take place on the night of a regular Council meeting in July. DeLuca suggested the Council seek the first option of hosting the retreat on May 23, which was a night Ms. Peterson was available and then look at July. All Council concurred with that option; all said they were currently available on May 23.

VIII. NEW BUSINESS
A. McGarry’s Irish Pub, 5189 Main Street, site plan request and review.

City Administrator Ziemer reviewed the site plan request from Bill and Jean McGarry, McGarry’s Irish Pub, 5189 Main Street. They were proposing to add an outdoor walk-in cooler to the east side of their building. A fence that matched the façade of the front of the restaurant would be constructed to screen the cooler. Ziemer noted there was a fire safety concern that would still need to be worked out between McGarry’s, Fire Chief and building official. He noted it was an item that could be resolved after the work was complete.

Acting Mayor Young moved to approve the McGarry’s site plan request and resolution No. 13-0513-1; Councilmember McCoy seconded.

Acting Mayor Young thanked the McGarry’s for their business and service to the community.

Motion passed 4-0.
B. Planning and Park Commission membership amendment.
City Administrator Ziemer reviewed a request from Mayor Hackbarth about amending the makeup of the City’s planning and park commissions to allow for business owners to apply for and be appointed to those commissions. He noted the change would require a revision to City ordinances that restricted such memberships to residents of the community only. All Council agreed it would be a good idea to have business perspective on the boards.

Councilmember McCoy was concerned about the commissions becoming all business owners. Acting Mayor Young agreed it was still important for the citizens of the community to have the larger presence. Councilmember Eisinger recommended the seats be limited to two business owners and the rest would be citizens. Councilmember DeLuca suggested City staff meet with both commissions to get their feedback and suggestions of the additions before the Council takes action on the item. He also asked staff to research the necessity of the Planning Commission to have seven members. Ziemer said he would look into it and noted the Commission had always had that make up.
Councilmember Eisinger moved to present to the Planning and Park Commissions the concept of amending City ordinance to allow for business owners to serve on the Commissions and bring that feedback to the City Council for further consideration, and that the maximum number of seats for business owners would be capped at two; Councilmember DeLuca seconded. Motion passed 4-0.

C. Removal of probationary employment status for fire fighters

City Administrator Ziemer noted Jacob Marin and Jay McCoy had completed their required training and were being recommended by Fire Chief Dave Eisinger to be removed from probationary fire fighter status and placed on full status. Eisinger noted they were two great additions to the Department.

Councilmember DeLuca moved to remove their probationary fire fighter status; Councilmember Eisinger seconded. Motion passed 4-0.

IX. LEGISLATIVE/INTERGOVERNMENTAL AFFAIRS

City Administrator Ziemer noted the City’s two appropriations requests at the Legislature were likely to see no action during this session. Those bills were funding for the HAWK signal and for the reconstruction of Main Street and Maple Avenue as part of the downtown redevelopment project.
X. COUNCIL REPORTS & OTHER BUSINESS

Councilmember DeLuca reported the Pioneer Sarah Creek Watershed Management Commission was reviewing a project totaling $278,000 that could have an impact on Maple Plain. He would keep the Council informed. DeLuca also reported the Planning Commission had been looking through City Codes to determine what Code sections needed updating. He felt the Commission was doing its due diligence to determine a plan and timeline for those updates. Ziemer noted the Commission had requested a joint meeting with the City Council.

Councilmember McCoy moved to Adjourn; Councilmember Eisinger seconded. Motion passed 4-0. Meeting adjourned at 7:52 p.m.
