Special Meeting Minutes

I. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Hackbarth called the meeting to order at 6:31 p.m.
Present: Mayor Roger Hackbarth; Councilmembers Michael DeLuca, Dave Eisinger, Justin McCoy and Jerry Young; and City Administrator Jason Ziemer.
II. ADOPT AGENDA

Councilmember Eisinger moved to approve the Agenda; Councilmember Young seconded. Motion passed 5-0.

III. INTERVIEW SEARCH FIRM FOR PERMANENT CITY ADMINISTRATOR
Richard Fursman, Brimeyer Fursman executive search firm, reviewed his proposal to assist the City with the search for the next full-time City Administrator. He noted the cost was a not-to-exceed of $17,800.

Councilmember DeLuca inquired about the timing of the search. Fursman explained that the ICMA national conference was the end September and he felt it would be a good opportunity to try to recruit people for the position. The deadline, as a result was October 5. He noted it would be important for the Council to engage in the process and that hiring an interim administrator meant the Council could take its time to find the best possible candidates.

Councilmember McCoy inquired about a start date. Fursman felt the new administrator could be on board by December 1.

Councilmember Young moved to accept the proposal and enter into an agreement with Brimeyer Fursman to conduct the search for a new city administrator; Councilmember DeLuca seconded. Motion passed 5-0.

Fursman said he would be back August 19-20 to conduct one-on-one Council interviews.

IV. MEET WITH INTERIM CITY ADMINISTRATOR CANDIDATE
The City Council interviewed Mike Ericson for the interim city administrator position a second time. Interview started at 5:30 p.m.

Councilmember Young noted the Council would like to bring Ericson on board. Eisinger said the hours per week should be a minimum of 20 to 25 hours per week at $55 per hour.

Councilmember Eisinger moved to extend the interim city administrator position to Mike Ericson at $55 per hour for approximately 25 hours per week; and that Ericson would be a contract employee; Councilmember Young seconded.


Hackbarth noted the hours should be worked out with City Administrator Ziemer.


Motion passed 5-0.
V. ADJOURNMENT
Councilmember Eisinger moved to Adjourn; Councilmember Young seconded. Motion passed 5-0. Meeting adjourned at 6:00 p.m.
