I. CALL TO ORDER

Acting Mayor Jerry Young called the meeting to order at 7:06 p.m.

III. ADOPT AGENDA

Councilmember Justin McCoy moved to adopt the Agenda as presented; Councilmember Mike DeLuca seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.
IV. CONSENT AGENDA

Councilmember Justin McCoy moved to approve the Consent Agenda; Councilmember Mike DeLuca seconded. Motion passed 3-0.

VII. ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS

A. West Hennepin Public Safety monthly reports.

Police Chief Ray McCoy reviewed the Activity Report which was provided in the Council Packets. The activity report is running basically the same as in 2012. In August the Maple Plain Days event was held and additional officers and reserves worked the event with no incidents occurring. Several traffic complaints have been made on Highway 12 and local streets. Independence Street and Howard are being monitored on a weekly basis due to complaints in the area and appear to be getting better. Councilmember Young asked if there are common problems with speed bumps at the Discovery Center.  McCoy indicated that there are and discussion followed. 
	
Councilmember Young moved to accept the West Hennepin Public Safety monthly reports; Councilmember Mike DeLuca seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.

B. City Engineer monthly report.

City Engineer Dan Boyum reviewed major packet items - Open boundary memo. The HAWK signal project contractor is completing the underground work. It is anticipated that by mid-October we should be seeing some of the final installation being done. The sidewalk project continues to be worked on.  Budd Avenue and sanitary sewer improvements as well as the Maple Avenue water main did not receive bids and will be reviewed. Protolabs parking lot expansion is going very well. 


Councilmember Justin McCoy moved to accept the City Engineer monthly report; Councilmember Mike DeLuca seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.


C. City Planning

City Planner Tom Goodrum indicated that there are no ordinance updates at this time. Goodrum replied to the question asked by DeLuca at the last council meeting regarding the city code requirement of projects that excavate greater than 25 cubic yards or an elevation of more than 2 feet be reviewed by the Planning Commission. Goodrum stated that if it the council would like to change the requirement, it needs to be submitted to the planning commission. Permits and Applications – Building permits for the accessory buildings have been received and are moving forward.  Goodrum met with a potential business owner on the redevelopment of a site for a landscape business on Industrial Street and that there is good potential that a new business will be arriving in town soon. Work is also being done with Regency Homes on a single home development project.  There is a lot of positive activity in the city.

Councilmember Mike DeLuca moved to accept the City Planner monthly report; Councilmember Justin McCoy seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.

VIII. OLD BUSINESS

A. Budd Avenue Sanitary Sewer Update

City Engineer Boyum reminded council that bids were not received regarding Budd Avenue Sanitary Sewer and it is recommendation of the staff to rebid this project in the winter and tie it into other projects. The interim solution would be spot repair. Boyum has contacted the televising contractor that the city works with. The video was sent to two contractors and once it is reviewed they will reply back with suggestions for the Council and Public Works to review.  Public Works is not proceeding with Maple Avenue as planned. Public Works is looking at working with a local contractor. 


Councilmember Young moved to approve the Budd Avenue Sanitary Sewer Update; Councilmember Mike DeLuca seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.


B. Draft Feasibility Report-Main Street West and Rainbow Avenue Street and Utility Improvements

City Engineer Dan Boyum reported on the survey feedback that has been received by the city. The survey indicated concerns of cost and discussion was held regarding ditches, curb and gutter and backups in the basement.  Young asked if ditches can be reshaped.  Boyum replied that yes they can, but there are various pros and cons in doing so. The bottom line is that the ditch type replacement is cheaper.   Boyum indicated that there are two options of ditch and urban/rural with sidewalk and without sidewalk section options.  Young expressed concern of costs associated with sidewalks. Boyum will approach the study with and without sidewalk options. Young requested a dollar amount rather than a feasibility study.  Discussion of what options should be presented to the public. Option No. 1:  McCoy would like to see a cost estimate for trail connection from County Road 83 to the park.   Option No. 2:  Sidewalks, ditches, curb and gutter.  Discussion followed.  

Councilmember McCoy moved to approve the Draft Feasibility Report-Main Street West and Rainbow Street Utility Improvements; following the schedule provided and with the exception of the Public Hearing date changed to October 14.  Councilmember Deluca seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.

Discussion: DeLuca asked Boyum if there are any issues regarding the Public Hearing being held on October 28 and suggested that the hearing be held on October 14 which would then allow the council to address concerns from that meeting on the 28th. Boyum indicated that there would not be issues in changing the public hearing date to October 14.  It was in agreement that the Public Hearing date on the Draft Feasibility Report will be changed to October 14 which will be the 15th due to the Columbus Day Holiday observed by the city.  

IX. NEW BUSINESS

A. Discovery Center Playground Replacement Project

Maggie McCallum, introduced Melanie DeLuca and a parent from the Discovery Center, regarding the playground. McCallum gave an overview of the current equipment and the project.  McCallum indicated that a grant was not available for the City to assist in the replacement project. However, fundraising efforts are underway to meet the goal of $65,000. There has not been any money allocated by the city in next year’s budget and it was recommended to bring the information to the council.

Laura Hollander, parent on the advisory council, addressed the council indicating that the park is utilized by the community and is enlisting the help of the City of Maple Plain as a partner.  Presentation of the project was given to the council.  Concerns and discussion followed by council as to the price of equipment. Hollander feels that Landscape Structures is giving the best prices.  Construction needs to start in the spring of 2014.  Donations should number $30,000. by the spring, enabling half of the project to be completed.  DeLuca questioned why the Park Commission did not want to put some of their dollars towards the equipment?  Young recommended that during a council workshop discussion it should determine if money can be contributed.  The Council cannot give an answer at this time. The Park Commission should be designated to contribute funding.  McCoy asked if the council can look at the current year budget.  City Administrator Ericson will review the numbers and provide information back to the council workshop.

Young indicated that the city cannot make a commitment on a dollar at this time.  Acting Mayor Young will get back to the Discovery Center staff at a future council meeting.  DeLuca asked that the records show the support of the council since the Discovery Center is used as an extension of the community and that the City of Maple Plain should be supportive.  McCoy asked if there is a specific request of dollar amount and Hollander replied there is no specific amount.

B. 5330 U.S. Highway 12 Conditional Use Permit (CUP) Amendment, Resolution No. 13-0923-1.

Goodrum: A request to increase the number of vehicles and close access drive went to the Planning Commission. The Planning Commission has recommended council approval with conditions as listed.

Councilmember Young moved to approve the 5330 U.S. Highway 12 Conditional Use Permit (CUP) Amendment, Resolution No. 13-0923-1; Councilmember McCoy seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.


Discussion: DeLuca expressed concerns that the recommendation does not have the number of cars that are allowed on the property.  Discussion of the required maneuvering area for safety purposes followed. An 8 foot buffer is recommended by the Fire Department to free the area surrounding the building.  Discussion followed with property owner Gary Keller regarding the number of cars. Keller indicated that he has made a commitment with the condition that if the fire chief at any time feels they are not meeting the 8 feet condition, there would be a violation.  DeLuca questioned if the planning commission had addressed the Highway 12 right-of-way.  Goodrum replied that yes they did address and have requested a review from MN Dot, but has not received confirmation from MN Dot. Goodrum explained how it was determined as Applicant Beware.


C. MS4 Permit Assistance

City Engineer Boyum indicated that a new permit is required by the MPCA and requested money not to exceed $3,760 for an October 30 submission.   The Storm Water utility funds will be used for funding the work.

Acting Mayor Young moved to approve the MS4 Permit Assistance; Councilmember McCoy seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.

X. LEGISLATIVE/INTERGOVERNMENTAL AFFAIRS

XI. COUNCIL REPORTS & OTHER BUSINESS

City Attorney Jeff Carson indicated that the subject of the Storm Water Fees in the Industrial Park needs to be addressed. Young asked to address them at the next meeting

McCoy indicated that he and DeLuca are part of the Shared Task Force and have attended two meetings. The first focus was on public works. Administrators from both Maple Plain and Independence have been asked to meet in October to discuss administrative services. The council will be updated as the taskforce continues to meet.
