VI. PUBLIC HEARINGS

Mayor Hackbarth called the Public Hearing to order at 7:36 PM

A. Main Street West & Rainbow Avenue Utility and Street Improvements 

City Engineer Boyum from Stantec acknowledged the residents in attendance and then presented the purpose of the hearing:  reviewed the proposed project, discussed estimated costs and financing, reviewed the schedule, and need to get feedback from the public on proposed improvements. Boyum identified the project location as Main St W from Halgren Rd to west City Limits and Rainbow Ave from Parkview Rd to Main St W.

The Power Point presentation included: 

Utility Improvements - Sanitary Sewer replacement with PVC pipe, water main replacement with PVC pipe, , 4th Street Improvements - Street and storm sewer improvements, Main Street West - Pros for Urban and Rural Sections, Street Width and Pedestrian Access.  Rainbow Avenue – Urban Section and Street Width and Pedestrian Access, Adjacent Drainage Improvements – Replacing existing 12” CMP with swale – 5665 Main St W, Eliminate high point in Rainbow Avenue, Additional Drainage in Rainbow Park to direct flows to Northwest, Ravine Improvements– 3:1 slopes at box culvert crossing - easements, Box Culvert analysis,  Neighborhood Walk-Through & Survey, Costs and Financing – Option 1 $3,597,000 Urban Sections, Option 2 $3,368,000 Urban & Rural Sections, Sidewalk $174,800, Assessments – 20%, 35%, and 50% with a summary reviewing Average Costs for the various options for discussion purposes. A yearly cost per resident was not available for either 10 or 20 years, Schedule – Beginning with the Public Hearing October 15, 2013 with the Final Wear Course in Spring 2015, Recommendations– Staff recommends the urban section, council should discuss whether they want sidewalk placed on all of the streets, portions of the street, or none at this time, and consideration of appraisal to be done to review benefit, Public Questions -  Boyum responded to a question asked regarding sewer and water by a resident with “The city is picking up 50-80% of the cost – although other residential developments share the pipe, it is adequate to handle 400 plus homes, other property owners who are not on Main Street W and Rainbow Avenue and utilize the pipe are not asked to pay.”

	

	David Herring, 5670 Main St W, Discussed ravine Improvements, he also expressed concerns that the assessment is only for those living on the roads in question. He would like all residents to be accessed. 


	

	Mike Meterska, 5859 Main St W, Drainage is the biggest concern? Yes, recommendation is urban option. Does the sidewalk and curb assist with the drainage? Yes there are benefits.


	Unidentified person, Is drainage the main concern?  Yes, the recommendation is the urban option. 

	
Susan Olson, 5690 Main St West, commented that she has ditch and culverts which are working well. Maintenance is needed.

	

	David Prinzing, 1565 Rainbow Avenue, If pipe is the only issue, money shouldn’t be spent on anything but the pipe.

	
	
	

	Roger Hackbarth, 5850 Main St W, The aesthetics of the neighborhood should be kept.

	
	
	

	Andrew Strom, 1409 Rainbow Ave, The proposed sidewalk to the park will be where? Boyum answered with Halgren Rd, North side of main west side of rainbow

	
	
	

	Dan Welch, 1514 Rainbow Ave, Concerns that while the curb works for Rainbow Ave, curb and gutter on Main St W will cause the water to run out to the street from each residence. Hard surface is needed in front of the drains as a buffer zone.

	
	
	

	
Joann Ree, 5660 Main St W, Water flow concerns need to be taken care of. Maintenance is also needed.

	
	
	

	Mary Rude Kelly, 5760 Main St W, PVC problems and storm drains, not convinced that curb and gutter will solve the problem better than the current ditch system. Would like the council to consider system.

	
	
	

	David Herring, 5670 Main St W, Encourages the council to consider the number one problem. Sewer, surface water and the road are used by all. Making the road wider will encourage more to use as a thoroughfare rather than a city road. Only one resident at the walk through wanted a sidewalk. He is for whatever moves the most water. Is it the priority of the council infrastructure first?

	
	
	

	David Brand, 5820 Main St, Other communities have levy money to put away for projects, smaller cities are not able to go away from assessments.  The survey was for narrow roads and slowing traffic down. Urban street requires widened street, suggests curb   His vote is for Urban on Main Street W. Drainage needs to be considered 

	
	
	

	Mike Meterska, 5859 Main St W, Concerns of widening the road and sidewalks and the impact it would have on 81 trees within 15 feet of the road. Liability of sidewalks lies with the home owners. Wants a 70 year old problem fixed.

	
	
	

	Cindy Nelson, 5820 Main St W, Will there be ditches where they aren’t now?  Yes, part of the improvement includes ditches on both sides. Gravel will support driving on and parking will be lessened.

	
	
	

	Dave Brand, 5820 Main St W, Concerned about those people who have culverts will now have ditches and how do they feel about that.

	
	
	

	Dan Welch, 1514 Rainbow Ave, Questions of type of curb and concerns of swale.


	
Discussion:  Hackbarth feels we should consider each resident on an individual basis and table to another Public Hearing.  DeLuca assured the residents that the council has heard the public.  Eisinger feels that there should not be another public hearing, but stay with the schedule that has been set.  Concerns of delay of construction if another hearing is to be held. Boyum explained that another public hearing held on October 28th would allow the public to have additional input.  Resident Herring would like the council to consider expanding the assessment.  A continuation of the public hearing can be made without publishing notice. A suggestion by a resident was made to have car counters on Main St W to have an idea as to the traffic flow count.

Motion made by Mayor Hackbarth to continue the Public Hearing on October 28, 2013, 7:00 p.m., seconded by Councilmember Eisinger. Motion passed 4-0

Motion made by Councilmember McCoy to hold a workshop on October 28, 2013, 5:30 p.m. to discuss assessments; seconded by Mayor Hackbarth. Motion passed 4-0

VIII. OLD BUSINESS

A. Storm Water Fees Discussion 

City Attorney Jeff Carson – Mike Deluca requested that the Storm Water Fees Discussion be brought back when a full council is in attendance.  

Councilmember McCoy moved to table the Storm Water Fees Discussion to the October 28th Council Meeting; Councilmember DeLuca seconded.  Motion passed 3-0. (Hackbarth absent)

B. Downtown Main Street Sidewalk Improvements: Change Order 1 

City Engineer Boyum presented the proposal from the contractor regarding the existing curb and sidewalk for discussion, wanting to extend the curb out 2 feet further.  He indicated that the staff feels moving the curb would help with the restoration.  Review of the drawing was provided in the council packet.  In anticipation that the council would approve the improvements, it had been submitted to Hennepin County for permits.  

Councilmember McCoy moved to approve Change Order 1; Councilmember Eisinger seconded.  Motion passed 3-0. (Hackbarth absent)

Discussion: Interim City Administrator Ericson indicated that the improvements costs total $7,660.50.

IX. NEW BUSINESS

A. 5250 Highway 12 Parking Lot Lease: Liesch

Assistant to the City Administrator Maggie McCallum discussed the proposed extension of a parking lot lease agreement, between the Minnesota Department of Transportation and Carla Liesch, for the commercial property located at 5250 Hwy 12.  The 2 year lease expires October 31, 2013, MnDot is seeking an additional 2 year lease, and currently has an outstanding balance of $1,170.00, which is a concern.  McCallum is holding a check for the full amount, but has been asked to hold it until the next week. McCoy asked if it can be brought to the next meeting, once the outstanding balance has been met. If the outstanding balance is not met, the liquor license would be lost. Attorney Carson explained that the reason is that the parking is needed for this business.  Eisinger expressed concern that the citizens are financing.  Discussion followed regarding the billing and outstanding balance. Discussion regarding negotiating with Leisch a new lease, the current lease expires November 1, 2013. McCoy asked if the approval with MnDot tonight could be done this evening and then negotiate the lease with Leish at the October 28th meeting.  Carson indicated that it could be done in that manner. DeLuca would like to see both the MnDot and Leisch lease brought to the 28th meeting. Carson, indicated that a contingency could be made based on the pending outstanding balance. 

Councilmember McCoy moved to approve the 5250 Highway 12 Parking Lot Lease pending the clearing of the outstanding balance; Councilmember DeLuca seconded.  Motion passed 3-0. (Hackbarth absent)

DISCUSSION: Eisinger would like the discussion of the lease with the Liesch’s tabled until the next meeting.  Discussion followed regarding MnDot and moving forward with the lease. Decision to leave the motion as made by McCoy and seconded by Eisinger. All were in favor.

B. Lake Minnetonka Communications Commission (LMCC) 2014

Councilmember DeLuca presented discussion regarding The LMCC Joint Powers Agreement (JPA). The LMCC requires all member cities to review and approve the LMCC budget each year.  For 2014, current member cities Orono and Medina have decided to not renew LMCC membership and have signed agreement to direct franchise with Medicom. Several other member cities are contemplating not renewing their 2014 membership as well. 

The City of Maple Plain has until October 15, to decide to withdraw or maintain membership with the LMCC and has the right to rescind that decision by December 31.

Discussion followed between the council as to whether or not to sign the agreement and what effect it would have on the city if they did not. Two proposed amendments were provided in the council packet, one indicating that a city can withdraw 15 months later.

Councilmember Eisinger moved to send the letter of intent to withdraw from the LMCC by the October 15, 2013 deadline with the notation that we intend to rescind that withdraw by December 31, 2013 if the JPA amendments are approved; Councilmember McCoy seconded.  Motion passed 3-1 with Hackbarth against.

Question called:  Motion to send the letter to rescind from the LMCC effective December 31,, 2013 with the understanding that the JPA’s will be followed, but will have the opportunity to rescind it.   

Discussion: concerns of the future with LMCC and the cost to the city.

Councilmember DeLuca moved to approve the two JPA Amendments, Councilmember Eisinger seconded. Motion passed 4-0.

Councilmember Eisinger moved to approve the Lake Minnetonka Communications Commission (LMCC) 2014 budget; Councilmember McCoy seconded.  Motion passed 4-0.
